NEW BUSINESS

DISCUSSION
1. Walkway Posts
· Recently, there was an incident on campus where a vehicle drove down the main walkway and then down the stairs near Tioga Hall. Facilities Maintenance has installed yellow posts along the walkway near Stensland and Prosper Halls to prevent this from happening again. 
· Kyle asked the group if everyone agreed that only staff who require access to the walkways for dropping off equipment and supplies should have keys to the posts. Everyone agreed. 
· Rob asked whether the walking bridge to Prosper Hall is rated to support a fire truck. This raised questions about other pedestrian bridges on campus as well. Kyle advised that the Empire and housing walkway bridges are included in a three-year plan for repairs. The bridge to Prosper Hall will need further evaluation. 
2. Ladder Training
· Denise sent Kyle a ladder training video, which he shared with the group via email. 
· Kyle advised that Shelby from SAIF conducts ladder safety sessions with Facilities by presenting the video and reviewing proper procedures. He encouraged everyone to watch the video. 
· Patrick from Facilities has been assigned to inventory all college ladders. Kyle shared the inventory, which includes height, frame type, material, scaffolding, and ladder identification numbers. Unsafe ladders are removed from service and cut up. 
· Kyle asked if anyone observes improper ladder use—or a situation where a ladder should be used but isn’t—to notify Facilities so they can assist. 
3. Winter and Spring Safety Inspections
· Karie has begun submitting work orders for issues identified during safety inspections. Winter term inspections have reported little to no concerns. 
· Rob noted that emergency exit lights need to be addressed as soon as possible. Kyle acknowledged that the electrician is currently behind but confirmed it is a priority. 
· The safety committee board in Tioga Hall needs updating, including safety sheets and IPMs. 
· The fire tower floor is rough and damaging turnout gear. Rob suggested buffing the floor to smooth out sharp areas. 
ACCIDENTS AND NEAR MISSES
· A custodial employee experienced a shoulder injury, was placed on light duty, and has now returned to full duty. 
· Dining hall staff reported two wrist injuries. One resulted in a SAIF claim, and the employee has since returned to work. The second injury did not require medical attention; it was caused by a sharp edge that has now been repaired.
